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1. LETTER OF THE PRESIDENT
Despite the fact that our association has been able on two occasions to organise a Congress in Vienna – that is to say in 1953 close to the foundation of the association in Florence in 1953, and then the great Congress in 1999 - we were again invited to participate in a scientific colloquium organised by our Austrian friends and particularly by our colleague Walter Rechberger.

In 2005 we were again invited to Vienna for a remarkable Colloquium devoted to the themes of European Civil Procedural law between Community Law and National Civil Procedural law and Recognition and Enforcement of Judgments in the countries which have become the new Member States of the European Union.

These two themes were covered in two whole days, one in Vienna and the other in Budapest, the link between them being made possible by a beautiful cruise on the Danube between these two marvellous European cities.

The first theme involved several sub-themes which were the subject-matter of many excellent introductory presentations by different reporters and were followed by debates which were sometimes very stormy and always fruitful.

In Vienna the Colloquium took place in the beautiful Trautson Palace.

In Budapest we had the opportunity to hear representatives from different new members of the European Union and to hear from them how these new states were trying to adapt, slowly but surely, to the new developments in European law. At the same time they are also taking the necessary steps to incorporate the body of community law into their national legal systems. We heard in turn reports from Slovenia, Poland, the Baltic States, the Czech Republic and Hungary. In Budapest this constellation of reporters was heard in the mirrored hall of the new German-speaking Andrassy University which offers an introduction to European and international law.

It is clear from reading the reports which will be published in the proceedings of the Vienna/Budapest colloquium, that they will show the significance of comparative analysis to everything which is happening in procedural law in Europe both now and in the future.

At the end of the colloquium I was able to announce that we are going to begin in 2006 an approximation of procedural laws in the Baltic States and additionally also in Poland. We have also argued in favour of a re-opening of the work of the working group of which I was chairman from 1987 to 1993, now that 25 states may perhaps in the near future suggest new paths in the domain of the approximation of procedural laws.

The colloquium was preceded by a pre-colloquium devoted exclusively to the preparation of a new codification of civil procedure in Bulgaria. This was also an extremely enriching discussion close to the genesis of this code, where the influence of the Austrian group which is taking part in this codification is extremely remarkable, as is also the receptivity of the Bulgarians, who will also soon be members of the European Community.

The International Association thanks our colleague Walter Rechberger because he has again organised in Vienna with the collaboration of Professor Kengyel of Budapest an extremely successful colloquium.

Although this colloquium was centred upon the procedural law of the European Union and on civil procedure in the new Member States it also attracted considerable support from eminent members of our international association from America, Japan, Canada and Israel. It is good to see the great family of proceduralists from the whole world gathered together at a scientific meeting, and equally important for the future development of procedural law world wide.

The committee of the association must be replaced at the Congress in Salvador de Bahia in order to put in place a rejuvenated and renewed committee. At the Colloquium in Vienna we mourned our great master and Honorary President Mauro Cappelletti who was a great master of comparative civil procedure. We have also lost two great friends and members of the council of the association, Giuseppe Tarzia and Alessandro Pessoa Vaz, and more recently our colleague Cipriano Gomez Lara, who was the chief organiser of our congress in Mexico.

2. OBITUARIES

CIPRIANO GÓMEZ LARA

Falleció el 24 noviembre nuestro eminente colega Cipriano Gómez Lara, a consecuencia de un ataque cardíaco, en su ciudad natal de México. Es una gran pérdida para el mundo jurídico, y en particular para nuestra Asociación, de la cual Cipriano fue, a lo largo de muchos años, un miembro muy activo.

Nacido en 1932, ejerció numerosos cargos y funciones en el campo del derecho y de la administración pública. Estudió en Italia, en la Università degli Studi di Roma (1955-6), con Antonio Segni y Giovanni Leone. Profesor de la Facultad de Derecho de la Universidad Nacional Autónoma de México desde 1964, fue titular de la materia Derecho Procesal Civil desde 1966 y Presidente del Colegio de Profesores de derecho procesal de dicha Facultad; en esa calidad, coordinó y realizó varios cursos importantes. Fue también profesor de materias procesales, a partir de 1990, en la Universidad Panamericana, tanto en su plantel de la Ciudad de México, como en el de Guadalajara, y venía impartiendo las cátedras de Teoría General del Proceso y Derecho Procesal Civil, desde 1998, en el Instituto Tecnológico Autónomo de México. Entre sus cargos no académicos se pueden mencionar el de Secretario de la Comisión Nacional de Inversiones Extranjeras y Director General de Inversiones Extranjeras en el Gobierno Federal (1977-8), Magistrado del Tribunal Federal Electoral, Sala Central (1990-5), y Consejero del Consejo de la Judicatura del Distrito Federal (1995-9).

Produjo Cipriano una extensa obra científica, en la cual se incluyen la Teoría General del Proceso y el Derecho Procesal Civil, libros de texto en la mayoría de las facultades de derecho de su país, además de numerosos artículos, ensayos, ponencias y otros trabajos menores. Coordinó asimismo la revista Cuadernos Procesales, órgano del Colegio Nacional de Profesores de Derecho Procesal, que él impulsó y presidió. Tradujo en español, entre otras obras, El control de la constitucionalidad de las leyes en el derecho comparado, de Mauro Cappelletti.

Cipriano participó en muchísimos congresos y coloquios académicos, nacionales e internacionales, sobre derecho procesal, inclusive en calidad de relator y ponente. Era miembro titular de los Institutos Mexicano y Iberoamericano de Derecho Procesal y de la Asociación Internacional de Derecho Procesal. Nuestra Asociación le es deudora del excelente trabajo de preparación y organización del XII Congreso Mundial de Derecho Procesal, celebrado en 2003 en la Ciudad de México. 

Su esposa Karin y sus hijas Carina, Lili y Regina acompañaban com frecuencia a Cipriano y han conquistado la amistad de todos cuantos han tenido la suerte de conocerles. Nuestra Asociación se adhiere a las manifestaciones de pesar que el fallecimiento de tan ilustre jurista y extraordinario ser humano viene suscitando dentro y fuera de su país.

ARTHUR T. VON MEHREN

We are saddened to report the death of Arthur T. von Mehren, who died on January 16, 2006 at the age of 83. Professor von Mehren had been a member of the Harvard Law School faculty for more than fifty years. He was born in Minnesota but lived in Europe for three years after finishing law school and studied law in France, Germany and Switzerland. He was a leading authority on comparative law, international law, and conflicts of law, and was well known by many members of our Association. His study of German and American civil procedure has been regarded as a classic example of comparative procedure scholarship. His most recent book was Theory and Practice of Adjudicatory Authority in Private International Law: A Comparative Study of the Doctrine, Policies and Practices of Common- and Civil- Law Systems (2003). The book is an up-dated version of the General Course on Private International law that Professor von Mehren gave at the Hague Academy of Law in 1996. According to one reviewer, Professor Stephen Burbank, the work demonstrated “astonishing depth and range.”

We mourn the passing of Professor von Mehren and salute his many accomplishments.
