Kommentar:

After the end of the colonial period, the English language has been retained in many former colonies, typically in
multilingual settings together with some indigenous language(s). In dozens of nations all around the globe, it is now an
official language or a strong second language, widely used in everyday communication, in addition to its global role as a
language of international communication, business, the media, and so on. Interestingly enough, in many of these
countries for the last few decades the English language has become “nativized”, i.e. it has developed local varieties
used in informal situations, as identity-carriers; and in several countries in Asia and Africa it is also spreading as a
mother tongue.

In this lecture, this process is surveyed and described in a systematic fashion. | suggest a coherent theoretical
perspective which claims that despite all apparent differences from one location to another a fundamentally uniform
developmental process has motivated this spread and diversification of English all around the globe. The nature of this
process, called the "Dynamic Model”, and grounded in theories of language contact, accommodation, and identity, is
outlined, and the roles and contributions of colonizers and the colonized in these processes are highlighted. | will then
discuss the forms and functions of English in more than a dozen individual countries, paying attention to historical
causes of the diffusion of the language, sociocultural ethnographies of communication, contact ecologies, and resulting
consequences on all levels of language structure. Part of the lecture will be devoted specifically to linguistic aspects of
this evolutionary process, focussing upon widespread features, methodological and conceptual issues, and the nature of
the processes involved. Whenever possible, the general statements made will be supported by presenting and
discussing language samples from the respective countries.

It is meant to provide a basic survey of the
fundamental structural properties of the English language from a comparative, typological and historical perspective. As
such, and together with the lecture "English in Use”, it also provides systematic coverage of what the Bavarian
"Kultusministerium” has established as the so-called "core curriculum” in English linguistics. The lecture will deepen and
supplement some of the material you have learned in the ”Introduction”. In particular, the following topics will be
covered: The status of English in the modern world; structural properties of modern English (also as opposed to
German) on the levels of phonetics and phonology, lexis (characteristics of the English word stock; theories
systematizing word meanings); morphology (word formation, inflection); and syntax (approaches, sentence constituents,
phrases, clauses, word order); the historical evolution of the language (periodization and external history; lexical growth;
major sound changes with present-day consequences; the history of English morphology; the emergence of modern
English syntactic structures); present-day diffusion and varieties of English.

Together with the lecture “The Structure of English”, “English in Use” provides a systematic coverage of what the
Bavarian “Kultusministerium” has established as the so-called “core curriculum” in English linguistics. It constitutes an
obligatory component in the “Basismodul Sprachwissenschaft” and can only be chosen after having passed an
“Introduction to English Linguistics” successfully, since it will deepen and supplement some of the material you have
learned in the “Introduction”. The lecture will give a survey of language use in different settings and situations. The
following topics will be dealt with: Pragmatics (speech acts, conversational principles and structures), text linguistics
(types of cohesion, information structure, text typology), sociolinguistics (language variation, standard norms, language
contact phenomena, language and culture), corpus linguistics (corpus composition and compilation, tools and
techniques, the use of corpora in language studies and for pedagogical purposes), lexicography (with a focus on
monolingual learner’s dictionaries), and language acquisition in the context of construction grammar.

Kommentar: This course is an introduction to the study of the English language. After an initial discussion of the main properties of
human languages that set them apart from animal communication, the first part of the course offers an overview of the
main structural properties of the English language. These will include a description of the following linguistic levels: 1.
Phonetics and phonology: i.e. the human speech sound inventory as well as the specific sounds used by the English
language; 2. Morphology and word-formation: the analysis of meaningful units below the word level (such as plural -s in
cats, dogs or horses) and the various ways of creating new words (e.g. the verb to google deriving from the name of the
search engine Google); 3. Syntax: the structure of English sentences; and 4. Semantics and pragmatics: both dealing
with different types of linguistic meaning. Finally, the course explores the effects of the main linguistic changes on all
linguistic levels that have affected the English language since its “birth” in the 5th century (History of the English
language). - Requirements: regular attendance, final exam (the exact date will be announced in the first session).

Kommentar: This seminar will introduce students to the field of sociolinguistics, i.e. the study of the relationship between language
and the social contexts in which it is used. This might seem rather obvious when thinking of bi- or multilingual speech
communities where speakers switch between languages in different domains of their lives — for instance, when a
family’s home language differs from the language of the overall community. However, language variation can also be
observed in monolingual speech communities, e.g. when speakers use more vernacular forms when talking to their
peers but switch to standard speech in formal contexts. In this course we are going to investigate how social factors
influence the linguistic choices people make consciously or subconsciously. Based on selected background readings
and classic as well as recent sociolinguistic studies, we will discuss aspects such as regional variation and dialects,
gender, age, ethnicity, social class, politeness, and language attitudes. These readings will be complemented by
hands-on analyses of both written and spoken language data.
Requirements: active participation, obligatory weekly readings or small tasks, and work on an individual project which
is presented in class and handed in as a written a term paper (3,500-4,000 words).

Kommentar: The way English words are created seems to be an intriguing mystery, which can only be solved by reading and

learning as much as possible about the formation of words. In this course students will be made familiar with the
well-known but also unusual properties of the ways in which words are built in English. For a start, we will give an
overview of the main categories of word-formation, such as compounding, conversion and affixation. Then we will look
at less prominent types that have become rather trendy in recent years (back-formation, clipping, blending,
abbreviation), especially as regards their use by the media. All categories will be documented by a sufficient number of
examples, which are drawn from dictionaries and computer corpora such as the NOW Corpus, the iWeb Corpus, the
British National Corpus, the Corpus of Contemporary American English and GlowbE (Global web-based English). In an
additional section different approaches to word-formation will be dealt with and students will get an insight into the
methodological problems of obtaining and analyzing relevant data drawn from various sources. Finally, we will put the
traditional distinction between British and American English to the test. In this respect, English as a global language will
be dealt with, too.

Synchronic linguistics in the Saussurean tradition has been admirably successful in describing what a language system
is like at any given point in time. As soon, however, as we start asking the eminently human question »why?«, only a
diachronic approach will satisfy our curiosity (as in fact nobody knew better than de Saussure, who made lasting
contributions to Comparative Historical Linguistics himself). Present Day English certainly has its full share of the
variation, incongruities and linguistic fossils that provoke a quest for reasons. So we will be digging into the past of the
language, a few hundred to 5000 years deep, to unearth explanations for all sorts of weird words, orthographic oddities
and erratic inflections. — »Early English« is the English-classroom alternative to our German introductions to Old
English and Middle English. As such, it is particularly recommended to international students who do not yet sufficiently
trust their German for the purposes of scholarly discourse and translation. Of course local Lehramt students will also be
able to acquire the mandatory historical qualification for their state exam. — Regular homework and final exam.

The dialect spoken by lower-class African Americans has been one of the most prominent topics of sociolinguistic
research in the USA since the 1960s. Two central questions have been at stake, a diachronic and a synchronic one:
first, whether or not African American English is derived from an earlier creole language and thus incorporates remnants
of African linguistic structures, and second, the extent of its difference from dialects spoken by white Americans. For the
last few decades, the so-called "divergence hypothesis”, which claims that African American English is becoming
increasingly different from white speech, has been under debate and attracted some public attention. In recent years the
scope of scholarly attention has widened to include aspects of African-American pragmatics (e.g. distinctive speech
acts, like ritual insults) and cultural expression (like hip hop). Ongoing sociolinguistic research on various communities
and newly discovered historical sources have taught us more about the directions of change of African American
speech.

Participants in this seminar are expected to have read Green’s book, listed below, by the beginning of term. During the
first half of the semester we will look at select issues raised in the literature, investigations of specific communities, and
conflicting scholarly positions in this context. This will be based on weekly reading assignments (selections from Green’s
book and the sources listed below), and on evaluations of select scholarly publications on the subject (to give students
limited immediate exposure to scholarly discussions in the field). The second half of the semester will then be devoted
to analyses of diachronic and synchronic texts (including media representations and artistic expressions), i.e. students
will have to describe occurrences of features of Afro-American dialect in various kinds of written and spoken sources.
These sources will either be provided by me or can be suggested by participants.

The notion of creativity has been applied to describe that aspect of language which enables people to use language in a
novel way or to devise new forms of language. It is a feature of many types of discourse, both spoken and written, and
is found on all levels of language, such as pronunciation, orthography, word-formation, semantics, phraseology, and
pragmatics. New varieties of English, language contact and the use of English as a lingua franca provide fertile ground
for language innovation. Themes and elements of different genres are mixed and blend into hybrid forms. We will take a
look at various kinds of creativity found in conversation and literary practices of everyday contexts. This includes
language play, imagery, and performance in ordinary talk, as well as uses of English in advertising, linguistic
landscapes, pop culture, news, youth language, and new media.

Kommentar: Born the same year as Shakespeare, the son of a Canterbury shoemaker ended up taking academic degrees at
Cambridge, but appears to have worked as a spy as well. He was famous for his "mighty line” (Ben Jonson) and
infamous for being in trouble with the authorities (he was arrested under suspicion of murder in 1589), for being an
atheist and a blasphemer. In 1593, Christopher Marlowe was stabbed in a pub brawl. It's not surprising, then, that his
works appear more contradictory than those of most of his Renaissance colleagues. As an introduction, this seminar will
deal with examples of Marlowe’s poetry and then analyse the structure and contexts of his plays (Tamburlaine, The Jew
of Malta, Doctor Faustus, Edward the Second and The Massacre at Paris), including the concepts of the overreacher,
Machiavelianism and religion.

In the course of this seminar, we will look at how female fates, i.e. possible outlines of lives of females, are presented in
Victorian women'’s writing. We will approach this topic through the prism of gender studies by analysing how the lives of
female characters in various literary genres are crafted in accordance with or in contrast to 19+century ideals such as
Coventry Patmore’s "Angel in the House” or the concept of ‘fallenness’. These key concepts usually display
stereotypical ideals rather than physical occurrences, yet we use them as helpful tools for our literary analyses.
Whereas the "Angel in the House” obeys the rules of her husband and limits the centre of her life to the domestic sphere
as well as to household duties, the more emancipated and/or unmarried woman is frequently presented as a ‘fallen’
character in Victorian literature. The women’s movement of the later 19« century brought forth a variety of emancipated,
self-governing, even radical female characters in literature often considered as ‘unwomanly’ due to certain character
traits or sorts of behaviour. In this seminar, we will encounter female characters in several literary genres of Victorian
women’s writing experiencing the most different fates, we will embed their personal stories within the larger historical
and socio-political context of 19~-century Britain and discuss key ideas of the gender studies realm by means of their
examples. Subsequently, we will challenge Deborah Anna Logan’s statement that females, during the course of the 19«
century, could only chose to "Marry, Stitch, Die, or Do Worse”.

But where exactly does this
fascination come from? What are the origins of this deep-rooted fascination with this Southern-European country, that
evokes images of a relaxed and easy-going lifestyle, of good food and wine, great architecture and a rich history, and
both stunning splendor as well as the slightly shabby atmosphere the great old cities of Italy are so famous for? In the
course of this seminar, we will take a look at how fashionable Northern Europeans discovered Italy as a preferred
holiday spot during the eighteenth century, how the now booming mass travel industry started to evolve during the
nineteenth century, and how different characters engaged with the country, its people, and its culture on a very personal
level. We will do this by working with a variety of sources, ranging from travel accounts, to guidebooks, the arts, and of
course fictional texts. We will try to trace the ways in which Britons have mediated their impressions of Italy for the larger
public, where they added their personal fantasies to authentic representations of this country, and how these early
accounts have laid the groundwork for present-day notions of what constitutes Italian culture, society and heritage,
looking both into the past — to the nation’s rich Roman history — as well as to the present as future, which this young
nation represented to 19« century society.

Between Fridays for Future, nations like Spain and Thailand taking steps to protect their countries’ ecosystems from the
effects of mass tourism, and the wide-spread acknowledgement that we have entered the Anthropocene, a geological
epoch defined by humanity’s impact on the Earth, our non-human environment and our relationship with it have become
one of the central topics of twenty-first-century public discourse. In the British literary market, this increasing awareness
of the limits and the preciousness of nature, its resources and inhabitants, is mirrored primarily in the genres of nature
writing and climate fiction, both of which have become intensely prolific and popular in the last decade in particular. In
this seminar, we will read literature published within this resurgence of interest in nature, examine its representations of
the environment and of human beings in it, and ask how literature in turn impacts our concept of nature. Besides novels
by nature writers Robert Macfarlane and Helen Macdonald, and climate fiction from Sarah Moss and John Lanchester,
we will read excerpts from other novels, as well as short stories, poetry, and non-fiction by authors including Amitav
Ghosh, Sara Maitland, Paul Kingsnorth, and Jeanette Winterson.

In this seminar, we will explore the rich history and the contexts of 20th-century Irish drama, a genre that has reflected
the complexity of Irish historical, political, cultural and social experience, as well as identity, probably like no other field
of Irish writing. We will trace the development of 20th-century Irish drama from its beginnings in the context of the Irish
Literary Revival, to the turbulent 1920s and 1930s as they were captured in the controversial plays of Sean O’Casey,
and the first period of dramatic reinvention that began in the 1960s as Ireland entered a new phase of “modernisation”.
We will then explore theatrical responses to the 30-year period of the “Troubles”, plays approaching new views of
Ireland, Northern Ireland and Irishness against the backdrop of sectarian violence and division, in both historical and
contemporary dimensions. The final part of the seminar will be dedicated to plays of the 1980s and 1990s, which reflect
the transformations of Ireland and Irish identity of that period, frequently associated with the “Celtic Tiger” phenomenon
and the effects of globalisation and European integration.

Works to be covered: W.B. Yeats, Cathleen ni Houlihan; J.M. Synge, The Playboy of the Western World; Sean
O’Casey, Juno and the Paycock; Brian Friel, Philadelphia, Here | Come and Translations; Frank McGuinness, Observe
the Sons of Ulster Marching Towards the Somme; Christina Reid, My Name, Shall | Tell You My Name?, Martin
McDonagh, The Beauty Queen of Leenane.

Kommentar: In the course of this seminar we’ll be looking at marginalized figures of literature — characters, both fictional and real,

who are singled out by their opposition to what might be termed ‘the norm,’ or ‘mainstream culture.” We will be
examining how writers conceived and characterized (anti-)heroes at the margins, outsiders, and members of
subcultures and parallel spheres who did not correspond to established notions of social conformity. At the same time,
we will also examine how authors themselves have sometimes existed in the wings of society, either because they
consciously chose to distance themselves from mainstream culture, or because critics and contemporary society at
large had decided that they could and should not belong to what was deemed to be the general ‘Leitkultur’ of their era.
In the course of this seminar various aspects of this sort of marginality will be examined, alongside some of the
theoretical concepts informing the discourse of ‘otherness’ and ‘counter-culture.” Examples of these ‘other’ figures
include characters and authors who behaved in a sexually non-conforming manner; who stood in opposition to prevalent
notions concerning the role and purpose of culture and literature; who criticized the political and social elites of their day
and held them accountable for their actions; and who sometimes were (or at least felt) psychologically alienated from
the masses. What unites all these figures, however, are their creative attempts to make their own way — to carve out a
niche for themselves, or at least find a way to mediate the distanced between their own marginalized position and centre
stage.

Having lived in Bavaria for well over a decade, | have now come to be convinced that the Bavarian translation of "I don’t
find that funny,” is "Ah. Der britischer Humor”. The question | ask myself is, though, is there more to this comment than
just a (probably justifiable) dismissal of a seemingly redundant comment by me?

After the Second World War had ended, there was a great sense among especially the youth of Britain that the
establishment had failed them and a new understanding of their identity was needed. The journalist Andrew Marr rightly
noted later that it was felt by many that what had prevented the majority of Britons from embracing National Socialism
was their sense of humour. For many this was also the area in which they could break free from the old ideas and start
to encounter a necessarily new sense of self.

In this course we shall use lines of cultural theory and an awareness of the events of the given periods to try and
understand the fundamental role comedy has played in Britons’ attempts to define themselves and to break free from
fixed establishment representations of their identity; and to help us see how we can use this genre to trace the changing
face of Britishness over the last 80 years.

Each week we shall look at a hugely popular comedy show or shows from a given time and will then look to analyse why
and how each connected so strongly with the British public; in addition, we shall also ask ourselves if and how each
influenced its viewers’ sense of who they were. In very few other lands can so strong a connection with comedy be felt
as encompassing a core part of the national psyche and therefore it is hoped that the course will leave the students not
only "getting the joke”, but also "getting” many types of Britishness and the changes in this country’s self-appreciation
over the last 80 years better as a result.

Course requirements: active participation, a willingness to tolerate (even occasionally share) the British sense of
humour, oral presentation, term paper.

Highly popular at the time of Shakespeare, the sonnet did not suit the poetic taste of the eighteenth century, which liked
classical models. However, late in the century the sonnet was ‘rediscovered’ and it rose to immense popularity during
the Victorian period. Indeed, it became so popular that critics complained a "sonnettomania” had gripped the nation. It
seemed as if everyone was writing sonnets. In this seminar, we will examine the sonnet revival and ensuing
developments, looking at key sonneteers and at the debates surrounding the poetic form. We will practice close reading
of individual sonnets, but also examine the overall structure of sonnet sequences. Hence, participants should be willing
to read larger numbers (up to c. 40-50) of sonnets for some sessions. The authors treated will include ‘big names’ like
Charlotte Smith, the major romantic writers (William Wordsworth, S.T. Coleridge, P.B. Shelley, John Keats), Elizabeth
Barret Browning, George Meredith and Dante Gabriel Rossetti, but also lesser known sonneteers like Wilfid Scawen

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Kommentar: This seminar takes its cue from a research project designed by the Austrian cultural theorist and philosopher Thomas

Macho: ‘The New Visibility of Death’. Using the burgeoning public interest in human death as a starting point, Macho
explores the unprecedented popularity of what may be called a ‘forensic aesthetic’ evolving around the dead body as a
cultural artefact and the post-mortem as a source that helps to engender innovative forms and formats as creative
means to represent death both across cultural borders as well as different media.

In order to gain a better understanding of how, in particular, contemporary British drama, fiction, film and visual arts
engage with and respond to such current ‘cults and cultures of death’, this course aims to show that death, appearing as
a new public feature, not only provides new subject matter, but also has a remarkable impact on an emerging collective
‘forensic imaginary’. Dealing with a broad range of material, our textual and visual readings will include two plays
pertaining to the so-called ‘In-Yer-Face-Theatre’-movement, namely Sarah Kane’s Blasted (1995) and Phaedra’s

To further develop the critical dialogue between literary, filmic and visual artistic
representations of death and the broader discourse on a ‘cultural thanatology’, our close readings will be based on
critical texts by, for example Antonin Artaud, Jan Assmann, Jacques Derrida, Michel Foucault, Thomas Macho, and
Aleks Sierz.

This seminar explores the drama of Shakespeare and his contemporaries with a focus on early modern debates about
gender, sexuality, and the body. Early modern plays explore ideas about femininity and masculinity, the role of women
in patriarchal society, the institution of marriage, homosocial and homoerotic bonds between members of both sexes,
and the boundaries of permissible sexualities and desires. Cross-dressing on stage was common theatrical practice,
and early modern playwrights often approached gender as something that is performed, fabricated, and fluid. At the
same time, ideas and images relating to gender difference informed debates relating to every part of early modern
culture, including the realms of politics, religion, the arts and fields of scholarly inquiry, national belonging, and ethnic
difference. In this seminar, we will study works which are representative of key dramatic genres, including
Shakespearean tragedy as well as history plays, revenge tragedies, and domestic tragedies by other authors. We will
place these plays in dialogue with the cultural and social contexts from which they emerged, and we will draw inspiration
from some of the most exciting recent work in gender studies, queer studies, affect theory, and performance studies.

Marlowe, Edward Il (New Mermaids edition); John Webster, The Duchess of Malfi, Thomas Heywood’s A Woman Killed
with Kindness, and William Rowley, Thomas Dekker and John Ford’s The Witch of Edmonton (these three plays are all
contained in the anthology Women on the Early Modern Stage, ed.

We will explore central features and cultural functions of pivotal
dramatic genres, and we will also situate plays in their socio-historical context, learning about early modern debates
surrounding national and religious identity, gender roles, imperialism, magic, crime, and other topics. Throughout, we
will pay close attention to theatrical conventions of the period and discuss the social status and professional identities of
playwrights and actors.

Born the same year as Shakespeare, the son of a Canterbury shoemaker ended up taking academic degrees at
Cambridge, but appears to have worked as a spy as well. He was famous for his "mighty line” (Ben Jonson) and
infamous for being in trouble with the authorities (he was arrested under suspicion of murder in 1589), for being an
atheist and a blasphemer. In 1593, Christopher Marlowe was stabbed in a pub brawl. It's not surprising, then, that his
works appear more contradictory than those of most of his Renaissance colleagues. As an introduction, this seminar will
deal with examples of Marlowe’s poetry and then analyse the structure and contexts of his plays (Tamburlaine, The Jew
of Malta, Doctor Faustus, Edward the Second and The Massacre at Paris), including the concepts of the overreacher,
Machiavelianism and religion.

We will approach this topic through the prism of gender studies by analysing how the lives of
female characters in various literary genres are crafted in accordance with or in contrast to 19+-century ideals such as
Coventry Patmore’s "Angel in the House” or the concept of ‘fallenness’. These key concepts usually display
stereotypical ideals rather than physical occurrences, yet we use them as helpful tools for our literary analyses.
Whereas the "Angel in the House” obeys the rules of her husband and limits the centre of her life to the domestic sphere
as well as to household duties, the more emancipated and/or unmarried woman is frequently presented as a ‘fallen’
character in Victorian literature. The women’s movement of the later 19« century brought forth a variety of emancipated,
self-governing, even radical female characters in literature often considered as ‘unwomanly’ due to certain character
traits or sorts of behaviour. In this seminar, we will encounter female characters in several literary genres of Victorian
women’s writing experiencing the most different fates, we will embed their personal stories within the larger historical
and socio-political context of 19«-century Britain and discuss key ideas of the gender studies realm by means of their
examples. Subsequently, we will challenge Deborah Anna Logan’s statement that females, during the course of the 19«
century, could only chose to "Marry, Stitch, Die, or Do Worse”.

For generations now, Italy has been a preferred holiday spot for many Britons and Europeans in general, and has been
fashioned by many as a land of longing — a projection screen for our wishes and desires. But where exactly does this
fascination come from? What are the origins of this deep-rooted fascination with this Southern-European country, that
evokes images of a relaxed and easy-going lifestyle, of good food and wine, great architecture and a rich history, and
both stunning splendor as well as the slightly shabby atmosphere the great old cities of Italy are so famous for? In the
course of this seminar, we will take a look at how fashionable Northern Europeans discovered Italy as a preferred
holiday spot during the eighteenth century, how the now booming mass travel industry started to evolve during the
nineteenth century, and how different characters engaged with the country, its people, and its culture on a very personal
level. We will do this by working with a variety of sources, ranging from travel accounts, to guidebooks, the arts, and of
course fictional texts. We will try to trace the ways in which Britons have mediated their impressions of Italy for the larger
public, where they added their personal fantasies to authentic representations of this country, and how these early
accounts have laid the groundwork for present-day notions of what constitutes Italian culture, society and heritage,
looking both into the past — to the nation’s rich Roman history — as well as to the present as future, which this young
nation represented to 19« century society.

Between Fridays for Future, nations like Spain and Thailand taking steps to protect their countries’ ecosystems from the
effects of mass tourism, and the wide-spread acknowledgement that we have entered the Anthropocene, a geological
epoch defined by humanity’s impact on the Earth, our non-human environment and our relationship with it have become
one of the central topics of twenty-first-century public discourse. In the British literary market, this increasing awareness
of the limits and the preciousness of nature, its resources and inhabitants, is mirrored primarily in the genres of nature
writing and climate fiction, both of which have become intensely prolific and popular in the last decade in particular. In
this seminar, we will read literature published within this resurgence of interest in nature, examine its representations of
the environment and of human beings in it, and ask how literature in turn impacts our concept of nature. Besides novels
by nature writers Robert Macfarlane and Helen Macdonald, and climate fiction from Sarah Moss and John Lanchester,
we will read excerpts from other novels, as well as short stories, poetry, and non-fiction by authors including Amitav
Ghosh, Sara Maitland, Paul Kingsnorth, and Jeanette Winterson.

Kommentar: In this seminar, we will explore the rich history and the contexts of 20th-century Irish drama, a genre that has reflected

the complexity of Irish historical, political, cultural and social experience, as well as identity, probably like no other field
of Irish writing. We will trace the development of 20th-century Irish drama from its beginnings in the context of the Irish
Literary Revival, to the turbulent 1920s and 1930s as they were captured in the controversial plays of Sean O’Casey,
and the first period of dramatic reinvention that began in the 1960s as Ireland entered a new phase of “modernisation”.
We will then explore theatrical responses to the 30-year period of the “Troubles”, plays approaching new views of
Ireland, Northern Ireland and Irishness against the backdrop of sectarian violence and division, in both historical and
contemporary dimensions. The final part of the seminar will be dedicated to plays of the 1980s and 1990s, which reflect
the transformations of Ireland and Irish identity of that period, frequently associated with the “Celtic Tiger” phenomenon
and the effects of globalisation and European integration.

Works to be covered: W.B. Yeats, Cathleen ni Houlihan; J.M. Synge, The Playboy of the Western World; Sean
O’Casey, Juno and the Paycock; Brian Friel, Philadelphia, Here | Come and Translations; Frank McGuinness, Observe
the Sons of Ulster Marching Towards the Somme; Christina Reid, My Name, Shall | Tell You My Name?, Martin
McDonagh, The Beauty Queen of Leenane.

Kommentar: In the course of this seminar we’ll be looking at marginalized figures of literature — characters, both fictional and real,

who are singled out by their opposition to what might be termed ‘the norm,’ or ‘mainstream culture.” We will be
examining how writers conceived and characterized (anti-)heroes at the margins, outsiders, and members of
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subcultures and parallel spheres who did not correspond to established notions of social conformity. At the same time,
we will also examine how authors themselves have sometimes existed in the wings of society, either because they
consciously chose to distance themselves from mainstream culture, or because critics and contemporary society at
large had decided that they could and should not belong to what was deemed to be the general ‘Leitkultur’ of their era.
In the course of this seminar various aspects of this sort of marginality will be examined, alongside some of the
theoretical concepts informing the discourse of ‘otherness’ and ‘counter-culture.” Examples of these ‘other’ figures
include characters and authors who behaved in a sexually non-conforming manner; who stood in opposition to prevalent
notions concerning the role and purpose of culture and literature; who criticized the political and social elites of their day
and held them accountable for their actions; and who sometimes were (or at least felt) psychologically alienated from
the masses. What unites all these figures, however, are their creative attempts to make their own way — to carve out a
niche for themselves, or at least find a way to mediate the distanced between their own marginalized position and centre
stage.

Having lived in Bavaria for well over a decade, | have now come to be convinced that the Bavarian translation of "I don’t
find that funny,” is "Ah. Der britischer Humor”. The question | ask myself is, though, is there more to this comment than
just a (probably justifiable) dismissal of a seemingly redundant comment by me?

After the Second World War had ended, there was a great sense among especially the youth of Britain that the
establishment had failed them and a new understanding of their identity was needed. The journalist Andrew Marr rightly
noted later that it was felt by many that what had prevented the majority of Britons from embracing National Socialism
was their sense of humour. For many this was also the area in which they could break free from the old ideas and start
to encounter a necessarily new sense of self.

In this course we shall use lines of cultural theory and an awareness of the events of the given periods to try and
understand the fundamental role comedy has played in Britons’ attempts to define themselves and to break free from
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fixed establishment representations of their identity; and to help us see how we can use this genre to trace the changing
face of Britishness over the last 80 years.
Each week we shall look at a hugely popular comedy show or shows from a given time and will then look to analyse why
and how each connected so strongly with the British public; in addition, we shall also ask ourselves if and how each
influenced its viewers’ sense of who they were. In very few other lands can so strong a connection with comedy be felt
as encompassing a core part of the national psyche and therefore it is hoped that the course will leave the students not
only "getting the joke”, but also "getting” many types of Britishness and the changes in this country’s self-appreciation
over the last 80 years better as a result.

The lecture course surveys the history of American literature: from pre-contact oral traditions via European explorations,

colonialism, Indian-white relations, slavery and abolitionism, the American Revolution, the Early Republic and cultural
nationalism, the so-called American Renaissance, women’s movements, Realism and Naturalism, Modernism / the Lost
Generation / the Harlem Renaissance, the postmodern era / Beat Generation / suburbia / cultural pluralism / Civil Rights
to 9/11 to the present. Embedding literary history in larger dynamics of cultural and political developments, the lecture
course discusses verbal texts alongside further forms of cultural expression such as images, performances, or spaces.
It offers a historicized perspective on the canonization of previously marginalized artists such as women and so-called
‘ethnic’ writers; considers past and present politically, socially, culturally, literary reformatory impulses; and takes into
account recent developments in literary and cultural theory in general and in American Studies in particular.

This lecture will provide students with a survey on the historical, political and cultural impact as well as the legacies of

slavery and abolitionism in the United States. From 1619, when the first "twenty and odd Africans” arrived in Jamestown
to Black Lives Matter and the recent debates concerning the removal of Confederate monuments from public space,
from the genre of the slave narrative and Uncle Tom’s Cabin to Django Unchained and Twelve Years a Slave, from Nat
Turner to Colin Kaepernick, from the one drop rule to The New Jim Crow, slavery has influenced the cultural history of
the United States in the most fundamental ways. Accordingly, this lecture will trace the impact of the social and
economic institution of slavery on the cultural history of the United States, and discuss how America’s ‘peculiar
institution’ shaped discourses of racial difference which still affect American race relations until the present day.

Drawing on a broad range of textual, visual, and audiovisual materials, the course will give an in-depth overview over
the cultural, social, and political history of the U.S. from the earliest European encounters with the ‘New World’ to
contemporary interpretations of what ‘America’ might mean for different groups inside and outside of the U.S. We will
cover a broad range of cultural and historical issues including ideological interpretations of American landscapes and
spaces, attitudes toward demographic developments and immigration, controversies about the U.S.-American
political-economic system and foreign policy, the plurality of the American religious landscape, and multilingualism and
the diversity of cultural traditions in North America. to familiarize students with materials, areas of study, and theoretical
approaches in the interdisciplinary field of American Studies and their significance for the study of American cultural
history.

Since the 2000s, hipsters have increasingly become a focal point within the Western cultural landscape. One seemingly
definitive quality conventionally attributed to hipsters is their self-positioning as a subcultural group in opposition to
mainstream culture. But in how far is this still the case? In this seminar, we will explore the phenomenon of "hipness,” in
its contemporary as well as historical manifestations, with a special focus on the fields of music and fashion. In
particular, we will analyze in how far the allegedly ‘subversive’ hipster habitus in fact has a claim to this label. While
hipsters are primarily perceived as a middle-class, white, male phenomenon, we will also unravel the historic and
current presence of female hipsters in American popular culture as well as other diverse manifestations of hipsters, e.g.
with an alternative social or ethnic background, as exemplified by the phenomenon of the so-called “blipster,” a
portmanteau of "black” and “hipster.” We will also try to identify social and cultural circumstances fostering the
emergence of hipsters at particular moments in time, how the perception and the self-positioning of hipsters has
changed in the course of the last two decades, and what developments in twenty-first century US society hipsters might
visualize or even spark. Apart from music recordings, album artwork, images, and recorded performances, we will use
(and problematize) scholarly and journalistic explorations of hipsters like Mark Greif's What Was the Hipster? as well as
earlier writings on hipness like Anatole Broyard’s "A Portrait of the Hipster” from 1948 and Norman Mailer's "The White
Negro” from 1957.

This course investigates U.S. American political institutions. After outlining major theoretical approaches and debates
found in contemporary scholarship, we will investigate not only the three branches of the national government—the
Congress, the Presidency, and the Supreme Court—but also the complex, ever-changing shift in power between the
federal and state governments. Topics will include the development of representative government and individual rights
from the early colonial charters and compacts to the Constitution, the Bill of Rights, and later constitutional
amendments. Is the United States a national community or a community of communities? Is it one government or
51governments? How, despite promises of liberty and equality in the Declaration of Independence and Constitution,
could slavery have continued for more than 80 years? Why were a majority of Americans still denied the elective
franchise at the beginning of the 20th century? How can the death penalty be an issue left up to individual states?
Selected case studies will allow us to look in depth at major debates, ranging from ratification and interpretation of the
Constitution, to states’ rights, presidential and congressional power, and civil liberties. In each of these cases, we will
explore some of the many tensions, assumptions, and contradictions (apparent and real) found in America’s complex
history and culture. Materials will include historical documents and scholarly essays, articles from newspapers and
magazines, as well as visual aids. Taught in seminar format, this course will be based on discussion and participation.

Course requirement: Oral presentation, incl. presentation handout and/or PowerPoint presentation.

Kommentar:

In this seminar we will examine the decisive influence that black artists and intellectuals around the Atlantic had on
modernist cultural practice. Building on existing scholarship that has highlighted the cross-cultural flows informing
modernist art across time and space, we will shift the focus towards more recent scholarly concerns with the interactions
and collaborations between black practitioners in Europe, America, and the Caribbean and their significance for the
development of what has been labelled the modernist avantgarde in the first half of the twentieth century (cf. Black
Transnational Studies, edited by L. Brock et al., 2003, and Afromodernism, edited by F. Sweeney and K. Marsh, 2013).
We will discuss the influence of jazz music on the Futurist avant-garde, the appropriation of Senegalese dancer Féral
Benga’s body by visual artists, and the immense popularity as well as subversive potential of performer and fashion icon
Josephine Baker. We will explore painting by Horace Pippin and Aaron Douglas, consider the significance of research in
Haiti for Katherine Dunham, an anthropologist and choreographer, and Zora N. Hurston, also an anthropologist, dancer,
and writer, and read samples of literary writing by James W. Johnson and Nella Larsen. In our analyses, we attend to
the roles of Paris, New York, and the Caribbean as central sites of highly diverse and multifaceted black modernist
practices and will not only look at the transnational exchange and cultural transfer between these sites, but also
scrutinize the role of the black diaspora for interrogating notions of racial identity in European and American
metropolitan centers. The seminar aims to further contest boundaries of modernism and rethink its parameters. Course
requirement: oral presentation, incl. presentation handout and/or PowerPoint presentation. Credit requirements BA: an 8
to 10-page (3,500 to 4,500-word) research paper in English.

This class will explore major developments in recent American culture. Attention will be paid to important trends and
crucial events since the 1990s and their historical and cultural significance. Issues to be discussed will include landmark
U.S. Supreme Court cases; trends in American foreign policy and relations; demographical changes; major social and
political controversies involving race and ethnicity; Native Americans; issues in education (e.g. admission policies,
bilingual education, home schooling, creationism); American self-definitions and collective memory after 9/11; religion in
America; American culture and violence; U.S. economy and business values; expressions of popular culture; recent
election campaigns and results.

In analytically distinguishing between emigrants and immigrants, migration research separates what actually is a
biographical continuum insofar as the emigrant and the immigrant are the same person. While migration can be
experienced very differently — as rupture, as a transformation, or in terms of continuity — the process of leaving one’s
native land, travelling to a distant place and making a new home there forces migrants to renegotiate their notions of
individual and collective identity and to position themselves in relation to both, their country of origin and their new
home.

In April/May 1945 U.S. troops liberated the Flossenbiirg Concentration Camp, its satellite camps, and the surrounding
transports and death marches. This historical event entangled American lives and memories with a remote, rural place
in Bavaria, turning the German concentration camp into a space of transnational cultural encounters of U.S. forces,
German perpetrators, and an international community of prisoners from all over Europe, only a minority of which were
Jewish. This entanglement did not end with World War Il, but took on new shapes, forms, and functions in the changing
historical contexts of German-American relations since 1945, especially since the site of former concentration camp
quickly developed into one of the oldest concentration camp memorial sites in Europe in the immediate aftermath of
World War Il. Approaching Flossenbiirg as a transnational space of encounter and memory, the seminar will investigate
how those liberated by U.S. soldiers and the soldiers themselves experienced and remembered Flossenbiirg, trace how
individual memories became collective memories, and analyze how the emerging collective memory was
institutionalized in museums and memorials. In addition, we will discuss the dynamics of American and diverse
international Flossenbiirg memories in connection with American and German discourses on World War I, the
Holocaust, genocide, and the Nazi regime. Finally, the seminar assesses the role and function of concentration camp
memory in the context of German-American relations since 1945. Materials to be read and discussed include interviews,
memoirs, memorials and museums, photographs, performance and film. The course is part of a collaborative teaching
effort that joins altogether three seminars on the experience, representation and memory of the Flossenbirg
concentration camp from American Studies, Roman Studies (Prof. von Treskow), and Slavonic Studies (Prof. Koller).
Participants of all three seminars will meet on various occasions during the semester and will have the opportunity to
participate in a joint 2-day workshop at the Flossenbiirg Concentration Camp Memorial and Museum (17-18 January
2020).

Building on existing scholarship that has highlighted the cross-cultural flows informing
modernist art across time and space, we will shift the focus towards more recent scholarly concerns with the interactions
and collaborations between black practitioners in Europe, America, and the Caribbean and their significance for the
development of what has been labelled the modernist avantgarde in the first half of the twentieth century (cf. Black
Transnational Studies, edited by L. Brock et al., 2003, and Afromodernism, edited by F. Sweeney and K. Marsh, 2013).
We will discuss the influence of jazz music on the Futurist avant-garde, the appropriation of Senegalese dancer Féral
Benga’s body by visual artists, and the immense popularity as well as subversive potential of performer and fashion icon
Josephine Baker. We will explore painting by Horace Pippin and Aaron Douglas, consider the significance of research in
Haiti for Katherine Dunham, an anthropologist and choreographer, and Zora N. Hurston, also an anthropologist, dancer,
and writer, and read samples of literary writing by James W. Johnson and Nella Larsen. In our analyses, we attend to
the roles of Paris, New York, and the Caribbean as central sites of highly diverse and multifaceted black modernist
practices and will not only look at the transnational exchange and cultural transfer between these sites, but also
scrutinize the role of the black diaspora for interrogating notions of racial identity in European and American
metropolitan centers. The seminar aims to further contest boundaries of modernism and rethink its parameters. Course
requirement: oral presentation, incl. presentation handout and/or PowerPoint presentation.

In analytically distinguishing between emigrants and immigrants, migration research separates what actually is a
biographical continuum insofar as the emigrant and the immigrant are the same person. While migration can be
experienced very differently — as rupture, as a transformation, or in terms of continuity — the process of leaving one’s
native land, travelling to a distant place and making a new home there forces migrants to renegotiate their notions of
individual and collective identity and to position themselves in relation to both, their country of origin and their new
home. The experience of mobility and the longing for belonging are thus inseparably intertwined in the process of
migration. Drawing on a broad range of materials, ranging from autobiographical texts to heritage museums, the
seminar will investigate how nineteenth and twentieth-century European immigrants to the U.S. reflected on their
experience of mobility and how negotiated notions of home, ‘Heimat’, and belonging. We will furthermore investigate
into how they positioned themselves in U.S. society, how they appropriated elements of U.S. culture, and how they
constructed imagined homelands that lay in Europe.

Activists and cultural critics have frequently pointed out that whiteness comes with social, economic, and political
advantages as well as with the privilege of not being forced to ponder one’s own ‘racial affiliation. This course sheds
critical light on whiteness and dismantles structures of oppression and inequality based on white privilege, white
maintenance of supremacy, and systemic racism. The course will trace historical contours of whiteness and white
supremacy in America and the US. It will then focus on a transnational investigation of more contemporary
manifestations and discussions of white supremacy in German and American film, visual culture, stage performance,
literature, politics, and everyday encounters. Topics will include, among others, migration and refugees; violence and
oppression; police and the state; cultural visibility and social opportunities; protest and activism. We will base our
discussion on perspectives, concepts, and methodologies rooted in Ethnic Studies, Critical Race Theory, and,
predominantly, Critical Whiteness Studies. As a relatively young academic field, Critical Whiteness Studies pursues the
political agenda of exposing white supremacy via a scholarly investigation of whiteness as a socially constructed norm
against which other ethnicities and ‘races’ are judged.

In April/May 1945 U.S. troops liberated the Flossenbiirg Concentration Camp, its satellite camps, and the surrounding
transports and death marches. This historical event entangled American lives and memories with a remote, rural place
in Bavaria, turning the German concentration camp into a space of transnational cultural encounters of U.S. forces,
German perpetrators, and an international community of prisoners from all over Europe, only a minority of which were
Jewish. This entanglement did not end with World War Il, but took on new shapes, forms, and functions in the changing
historical contexts of German-American relations since 1945, especially since the site of former concentration camp
quickly developed into one of the oldest concentration camp memorial sites in Europe in the immediate aftermath of
World War Il. Approaching Flossenbiirg as a transnational space of encounter and memory, the seminar will investigate
how those liberated by U.S. soldiers and the soldiers themselves experienced and remembered Flossenbiirg, trace how
individual memories became collective memories, and analyze how the emerging collective memory was
institutionalized in museums and memorials. In addition, we will discuss the dynamics of American and diverse
international Flossenbirg memories in connection with American and German discourses on World War II, the
Holocaust, genocide, and the Nazi regime. Finally, the seminar assesses the role and function of concentration camp
memory in the context of German-American relations since 1945. Materials to be read and discussed include interviews,
memoirs, memorials and museums, photographs, performance and film. The course is part of a collaborative teaching
effort that joins altogether three seminars on the experience, representation and memory of the Flossenbirg
concentration camp from American Studies, Roman Studies (Prof. von Treskow), and Slavonic Studies (Prof. Koller).
Participants of all three seminars will meet on various occasions during the semester and will have the opportunity to
participate in a joint 2-day workshop at the Flossenbiurg Concentration Camp Memorial and Museum (17-18 January
2020).

Kommentar:

The dialect spoken by lower-class African Americans has been one of the most prominent topics of sociolinguistic
research in the USA since the 1960s. Two central questions have been at stake, a diachronic and a synchronic one:
first, whether or not African American English is derived from an earlier creole language and thus incorporates remnants
of African linguistic structures, and second, the extent of its difference from dialects spoken by white Americans. For the
last few decades, the so-called "divergence hypothesis”, which claims that African American English is becoming
increasingly different from white speech, has been under debate and attracted some public attention. In recent years the
scope of scholarly attention has widened to include aspects of African-American pragmatics (e.g. distinctive speech
acts, like ritual insults) and cultural expression (like hip hop). Ongoing sociolinguistic research on various communities
and newly discovered historical sources have taught us more about the directions of change of African American
speech.

Participants in this seminar are expected to have read Green’s book, listed below, by the beginning of term. During the
first half of the semester we will look at select issues raised in the literature, investigations of specific communities, and
conflicting scholarly positions in this context. This will be based on weekly reading assignments (selections from Green’s
book and the sources listed below), and on evaluations of select scholarly publications on the subject (to give students
limited immediate exposure to scholarly discussions in the field). The second half of the semester will then be devoted
to analyses of diachronic and synchronic texts (including media representations and artistic expressions), i.e. students
will have to describe occurrences of features of Afro-American dialect in various kinds of written and spoken sources.
These sources will either be provided by me or can be suggested by participants.

This lecture will provide students with a survey on the historical, political and cultural impact as well as the legacies of
slavery and abolitionism in the United States. From 1619, when the first "twenty and odd Africans” arrived in Jamestown
to Black Lives Matter and the recent debates concerning the removal of Confederate monuments from public space,
from the genre of the slave narrative and Uncle Tom’s Cabin to Django Unchained and Twelve Years a Slave, from Nat
Turner to Colin Kaepernick, from the one drop rule to The New Jim Crow, slavery has influenced the cultural history of
the United States in the most fundamental ways. Accordingly, this lecture will trace the impact of the social and
economic institution of slavery on the cultural history of the United States, and discuss how America’s ‘peculiar
institution’ shaped discourses of racial difference which still affect American race relations until the present day.

Since the 2000s, hipsters have increasingly become a focal point within the Western cultural landscape. One seemingly
definitive quality conventionally attributed to hipsters is their self-positioning as a subcultural group in opposition to
mainstream culture. But in how far is this still the case? In this seminar, we will explore the phenomenon of "hipness,” in
its contemporary as well as historical manifestations, with a special focus on the fields of music and fashion. In
particular, we will analyze in how far the allegedly ‘subversive’ hipster habitus in fact has a claim to this label. While
hipsters are primarily perceived as a middle-class, white, male phenomenon, we will also unravel the historic and
current presence of female hipsters in American popular culture as well as other diverse manifestations of hipsters, e.g.
with an alternative social or ethnic background, as exemplified by the phenomenon of the so-called "blipster,” a
portmanteau of "black” and “hipster.”

In this seminar we will examine the decisive influence that black artists and intellectuals around the Atlantic had on
modernist cultural practice. Building on existing scholarship that has highlighted the cross-cultural flows informing
modernist art across time and space, we will shift the focus towards more recent scholarly concerns with the interactions
and collaborations between black practitioners in Europe, America, and the Caribbean and their significance for the
development of what has been labelled the modernist avantgarde in the first half of the twentieth century (cf. Black
Transnational Studies, edited by L. Brock et al., 2003, and Afromodernism, edited by F. Sweeney and K. Marsh, 2013).
We will discuss the influence of jazz music on the Futurist avant-garde, the appropriation of Senegalese dancer Féral
Benga’s body by visual artists, and the immense popularity as well as subversive potential of performer and fashion icon
Josephine Baker. We will explore painting by Horace Pippin and Aaron Douglas, consider the significance of research in
Haiti for Katherine Dunham, an anthropologist and choreographer, and Zora N. Hurston, also an anthropologist, dancer,
and writer, and read samples of literary writing by James W. Johnson and Nella Larsen. In our analyses, we attend to
the roles of Paris, New York, and the Caribbean as central sites of highly diverse and multifaceted black modernist
practices and will not only look at the transnational exchange and cultural transfer between these sites, but also
scrutinize the role of the black diaspora for interrogating notions of racial identity in European and American
metropolitan centers. The seminar aims to further contest boundaries of modernism and rethink its parameters. Course
