Languages keep changing constantly, and Modern English is the product of some 1500 years of
evolution and changes. This lecture will survey this evolutionary process, and in doing so it will
also touch upon material which can be found in traditional “History of English” textbooks. The
emphasis will be different, however: Rather than looking at Old English or Middle English as
linguistic systems in their own right, | will focus upon distinctive properties of Modern English,
including its major varieties, and will look back in time to see where these properties have come
from, i.e. how the respective linguistic sub-system (lexis, phonology, grammar) has evolved in
the course of time. | begin by providing a survey of the periodization and extralinguistic history
of English, including short sample texts from different periods, but the main emphasis, reflected
in the structure of the lecture, will then be placed on evolutionary trajectories of change
through time which at certain points infroduced innovations and system modifications of the
English vocabulary, sound system, and morphosyntactic conventions. Amongst other things, we
will find that many irregularities of modern English, and properties found in dialects, can be
tfraced back to earlier regularities and properties; that the sound system has constantly
rearranged articulatory options; and that the grammatical system has been characterized by
the change from a predominantly synthetic to a largely analytic language, with many
characteristic syntactic structures of modern English going back to rather late innovations.
Requirements for course credits: final exam, paper assignment (for M.A. students only).

This lecture constitutes an obligatory component in the ,,Basismodul Sprachwissenschaft, and it
can only be chosen after having passed an “Introduction to English Linguistics” successfully. It is
meant fo provide a basic survey of the fundamental structural properties of the English
language from a comparative, typological and historical perspective. As such, and together
with the lecture “English in Use”, it also provides a systematic coverage of what the Bavarian
“Kultusministerium” has established as the so-called “core curriculum” in English linguistics. The
lecture will deepen and supplement some of the material you have learned in the
“Introduction”. In particular, the following topics will be covered: The status of English in the
modern world; structural properties of modern English (also as opposed to German) on the
levels of phonetics and phonology, lexis (characteristics of the English word stock; theories
systematizing word meanings); morphology (word formation, inflection); and syntax
(approaches, sentence constituents, phrases, clauses, word order); the historical evolution of

the language (periodization and external history; lexical growth; major sound changes with
present-day consequences; the history of English morphology; the emergence of modern
English syntactic structures); present-day diffusion and varieties of English. — Requirements for
course credits: Final exam. Regular attendance is expected. No registration required (except in
FlexNow).

This course is an introduction to the study of the English language. After an initial discussion of
the main properties of human languages that set them apart from animal communication, the
first part of the course offers an overview of the main structural properties of the English
language. These will include a description of the following linguistic levels: 1. Phonetics and
phonology: i.e. the human speech sound inventory as well as the specific sounds used by the
English language; 2. Morphology and word-formation: the analysis of meaningful units below
the word level (such as plural -s in cats, dogs or horses) and the various ways of creating new
words (e.g. the verb to google deriving from the name of the search engine Google); 3. Syntax:
the structure of English sentences; and 4. Semantics and pragmatics: both dealing with
different types of linguistic meaning. Finally, the course explores the effects of the main linguistic
changes on all linguistic levels that have affected the English language since its “birth” in the
5th century (History of the English language). - Requirements: regular attendance, final exam
(the exact date will be announced in the first session).

Teenagers all over the planet are being exposed to African American English (AAE), formerly
known as Black English, through the medium of rap and house music. The prestige of this variety
in the music scene becomes apparent in the dissemination of AAE terms to various languages.
This development is surprising when we consider the fact that until half a century ago AAE was
believed by most Americans to be ‘broken language’. This seminar intends to outline the history
of and current developments in AAE. Three main aspects will be focussed upon: 1, The
synchronic status of AAE, i.e. its structural ‘distance’ to other varieties of American English. 2, The
diachronic status of AAE, i.e. interpretative models of its genesis and development. 3, The
educational, social and political implications of AAE. Parts of our analyses will be based on the
BLUR (Blues Lyrics Collected at the University of Regensburg) corpus, a computerized collection
of early blues texts. To obtain credit points you will be asked to give a presentation in class, to
do a written test and to complete several reading/research assignments.

It is a long-standing question in linguistics: Should linguists rely on their own intfuitions about
language or should they focus on how language is used2 Corpus linguists opt for the latter:
They are interested in what people actually say. In order to find out about language use,
corpus linguistics use corpora, i.e. large computerised collections of speech transcripts and
written texts, which can be searched and analysed conveniently by means of specialised
software. The focus of this hands-on class will be the analysis of regional variation in English by
means of electronic corpora. How, for instance, do British and American English differ with
regard to the use of grammatical constructions like tenses, articles, or modal verbse What
effects of language contact with indigenous languages can be detected in the so-called
“New Englishes” like Indian English, Singapore English or New Zealand Englishe We will pursue
such questions using key methods in corpus linguistics such as concordances, key word
analyses and collocations. In addition, we will address technical aspects, including different
types of software for corpus linguists, Regular Expressions, automatic corpus annotation, and
basic statistics. Technical prerequisites: none. Requirements: Regular assignments, (short)
presentation, term paper.

Syntax (from Greek syntaxis = order, arrangement) is one of the core areas in linguistics and
studies the way in which words combine to larger units, namely phrases, clauses and
sentences. A solid knowledge of syntactic structures is therefore indispensable for the thorough
understanding of any language. In the first part of this seminar, students will become
acquainted with the terminology and methods of Quirk et al. and Herbst & Schuller (the two
models relevant for the Bavarian state examination) before we move on to more practical,
hands-on lessons in which we will then concentrate on carrying out syntactic analyses.
Requirements: active participation, reading assignments, homework and final exam.

The second half of the 20th century has seen new varieties of English emerge around the globe
as a consequence of the colonial expansion of the British Empire. Interestingly enough, the
demise of the colonial period has not resulted in the English language disappearing in many of
these countries but, in contrast, the language evolution gaining new momentum, with new
varieties developing and English now being spoken natively by increasing numbers of people
also in Asia and Africa. The language has been nativized and has developed specific forms
and functions in many countries around the world. In some countries, such as Australia and
New Zealand, it is the mother tongue of the majority or, as in South Africa, a significant portion
of the population. In many other countries in Africa and Asia, such as Nigeria, Cameroon,
Uganda, India, Sri Lanka, Malaysia, or Singapore, it serves as a widely used second language
and frequently enjoys official, constitutional status. Furthermore, there are countries in the
Caribbean, in Africa, and in the Pacific area where English is the official language but in
practice the dominant language spoken by the population is a variety derived from English
with significant non-English structural properties, a pidgin or creole. In the first half of the term,
we will get familiarized with this topic of “World Englishes”, including the historical background,
current sociolinguistic settings, and main locations and properties of these new varieties. This
part will be based on readings and discussions of my 2011 textbook and the linguistic samples
covered in it. While just a few decades ago these new varieties of English would have been
largely out of reach for the majority of Germans, increasing global travel and especially the
infernet have provided access and facilitated an increasing amount of exposure to them. In
particular, YouTube turns out to be a goldmine for such purposes, with clips uploaded from all
kinds of countries, representing all kinds of varieties of English, deliberately or indirectly. The
main purpose of the second half of the term will be to jointly investigate and employ the value
of this source from a linguistic perspective, i.e. to ask what type of illustrative evidence can be
gained from YouTube on World Englishes and how reliable and useful these presentations are. It
will be the seminar participants’ duty to investigate what kind of evidence can be found for
specific varieties on YouTube, and to assess one specific sample with respect to the linguistic
properties represented. These topics will be covered by students in in-class presentations. —

The Victorian period invented the distinction between elite and popular culture, and between
‘high’ and ‘low’ (and ‘middlebrow’) literature. Revisiting these debates, this lecture course will
pay special attention to the developing mediascape of the nineteenth century (periodicals,
music halls, a plethora of stage formats, exhibitions, panoramas), technical innovations
(phonograph, telegraph, early cinema, telephone), and sociological and legal changes that
precipitated the new, nineteenth-century urban mass culture. We will discuss the Victorian
publishing industry, and popular literary modes such as the sensation novel, detective novel,
adventure novel, horror novel and *“scientific romance” along with their specific narrative
strategies. Throughout, we will attend to relevant cultural contexts, e.g. industrialization and
science; the ‘loss of faith’; class struggle and capitalism; imperialism and ‘orientalism’; gender
history. The last two sessions will infroduce the phenomenon of ‘Neo-Victorian’ fiction, analysing
elements of Victorian culture and Victorian literary subgenres that have survived, or been
reinvented, in late twentieth and twenty-first-century fiction. Requirements: final written exam.

Charles II's accession to the English throne in 1660, after nearly a decade of civil war followed
by the Puritan interregnum, rang in a particularly vibrant period in literary history. It was marked
by remarkable contrasts: the epic grandeur of Paradise Lost and the bawdiness of Restoration
Comedy, the vivid detail of London life in Samuel Pepys’ diary and the powerful allegory of
Christian faith in The Pilgrim’s Progress. This course will trace significant innovations across all
major genres, while also paying close attention to the intersecting discourses of politics, science
and religion. Among others, we will read works by the Earl of Rochester, Aphra Behn, John
Milton, William Wycherley, John Bunyan, Samuel Pepys and John Dryden. Please acquire
copies of the following texts: Aphra Behn, Oronooko (Oxford World Classics); Trevor Griffiths and Simon Trussler
(Eds.), Restoration Comedy (Nick Hern); and John Milton, Paradise Lost (Oxford World Classics). All other texts will
be made available electronically. Course requirements: a presentation and a term paper (8-10

pages).

Just like its monsters, situations, and themes, the Gothic is a thing perpetually ‘in-between’, an
unstable hybrid cobbled together from various other discourses. Gothic writings dangerously
mix “phrases the most frite and colloquial” with exalted subjects requiring “sternness and
solemnity of diction”, writes Samuel Taylor Coleridge of this popular mode for the masses. Yet
Gothic texts are evocative and open to a multitude of interpretations due to this instability.
Derided by the literary elite of the late 18t and early 19" centuries as a lewd and puerile form
of vacuous spectacle, the Gothic nevertheless influenced contemporary ‘high’ literature, as
some of Mr Coleridge's own work can attest. In this seminar we will frace the emergence and
flowering of the Gothic in British literature from the seminal The Castle of Otranto to the point
where it intersects with signature works of British romanticism. We will examine the diverse
narrative realizations of the Gothic by key authors and look into the romanticists’ often uneasy
reception of its excesses and their adaptation of select components for their own literary
enterprises. Consequently, we will come to understand the mode’s significance to British and
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European cultures in this era of revolutions and sociopolitical unrest. We will read the following

fexts: Horace Walpole, The Castle of Otranto. Oxford: Oxford University Press, 2008. Clara Reeve, The Old English
Baron. Oxford: Oxford University Press, 2008. Ann Radcliffe, The Romance of the Forest. Oxford: Oxford University Press,
2009. Matthew Lewis, The Monk. Oxford: Oxford University Press, 2008. Mary Shelley, Frankenstein - The 1818 Text.
Oxford: Oxford University Press, 2008. Samuel Taylor Coleridge, Rime of the Ancient Mariner and Christabel. John
Keafts, "La Belle Dame sans Merci”. Please note: Do be sure to obtain the 1818 text of Frankenstein (as indicated on
the front cover of the OUP edition)! The poems by Coleridge and Keats can be copied from, for example, The
Norton Anthology of English Literature vol. 2.

With prose being gradually acknowledged as a medium of literary expression from the 18"
cenfury onwards, poetry lost part of its traditional status as the preferred form to critically
analyse and evaluate what was going on in society and the state. Nevertheless, many writers
of renown still gave expression of their critical approach to the status quo in the England and
Ireland of the 19" and early 20th centuries by means of poetic texts as they considered the
language of poetry a concise medium for cultural criticism. In this seminar we will critically
analyse and discuss poetic texts of the period between 1798 and 1918 against the backdrop of
the political, social, religious, and aesthetic context of the time in which they were written.
Additionally, we will integrate central aspects of literary ecology and the ethics of texts in our
approaches. According to Hubert Zapf, “[b]loth of them deal not only with facts but with
values, that is, with a critical attitude to a given state of things and with the necessity to think
beyond it and imagine possible alternatives. [Also,] for both of them, the relationship between
culture and nature and thus between the natural sciences and the humanities seems to have
special significance, even if they approach this relationship from different angles.” (Literary
Ecology and the Ethics of Texts, 2008) Texts will be made available electronically and by means
of a reader by the beginning of the lecture period. Course requirements: active participation,
an oral presentation, and a term paper (ca. 8-10 pages).

Derek Walcott once claimed that ‘the fate of poetry is to fall in love with the world, in spite of
History'. In this course we will explore how Brifish poets wrestled with the terms of their own
engagement with history and politics over the course of the twentieth century. Poetry is sfill
often seen as the most “detached” and “self-involved” literary genre, but the cataclysmic
historical events of the last century exerted unprecedented pressure on poetry to confront
realities such as the First and Second World War, the decline of the British Empire, class wars, the
women's liberation movement, Thatcherism, and increasing globalization. The course is
designed to provide an infroduction both to the most important genres of twentieth-century
British poetry and to current critical debates about the relationship between poetry and
politics. Texts studied in depth will include works by Thomas Hardy, Wilfred Owen, T.S. Eliot, Dylan
Thomas, Philip Larkin, Stevie Smith, Carol Ann Duffy, and Seamus Heaney. Course readings will
be made available electronically. Course requirements: reading response; participation in
expert team; term paper.

On 18 September 2014, Scotland’s voters will decide if Scotland remains part of the United
Kingdom, or if a process is started that will ultimately lead to Scotland’s independence. The fact
that this is an issue, some 400 years after the “Union of the Crowns” and some 300 years after
the “Union of the Parliaments” arguably has a lot to do with a specific sense of Sottish identity,
of '‘Scottishness'. Of course, this is not a new phenomenon. In this seminar, we will examine how
Scottishness was and is being constructed, particularly with reference to its history. The seminar
will consist of two parts. In the classroom, a focus will be placed on (comparatively) ‘early’
constructions of Scottishness in popular culture: the ‘hype’ surrounding Robert Burns, the
success of Sir Walter Scott’s Waverley (1814), the ‘tartan craze’ of the 1820s. A second focus will
be placed on more recent attempts at constructing and/or fostering ideas of Scottishness: we
will examine Mel Gibson's Braveheart (1995) and the BBC tv-series Hamish Macbeth (1995-97).
In early February we will then fravel to Edinburgh and examine how Scottish history is used to
present versions of Scottishness to Scots and tourists alike. The excursion to Scotland will last six
or seven days and will probably take place between 6 February and 13 February 2015 -
depending on the availability of flights and accommodation we may have to move into the
8th week of the year; the exact dates will be determined in the first session. The cost for the
excursion will probably be between € 300 and € 500, depending on prices & funding; a more
accurate estimate will be available in the first session. Please note: the seminar will take place

bi-weekly on the following dates: 7.10., 21.10., 4.11., 18.11., 2.12., 16.12., 13.1., 27.1. Texs: Sir Walter

From the perspectives of media history and cultural history, this seminar will investigate the
‘modernity’ of the ninfeenth-century mediascape and undertake case studies of some specific
media and performance formats. Special emphasis will be given to the continuing importance
of oral modes of delivery and performance in the Victorian social and cultural (urban) context.
We will look at both public sites (Mechanics’' Institutes, Literary and Scientific Instfitutions,
panoramas, exhibitions, polytechnics, theatres) and semi-public and private modes of
performance such as musical soirées and poetry recitations. Selected (semi)fictional texts will
be read in terms of how they negotiate the new mediascape (Mayhew, Braddon, Gissing,
Sharp, Stoker, Robins). The seminar will be divided into three parts and deal with 1) periodical
culture — and the experience of reading in serial instalments; 2) the culture of recitations — which
will also involve us in recreating Victorian print in performance. We will hence deal with
selections of late-eighteenth-century and early-nineteenth-century poetry that were favourites
at mid- to late-Victorian poetry recitations and ‘penny readings’ (e.g., Thomas Gray, “Elegy
Written in a Country Churchyard”, 1751; Charles Wolfe, “The Burial of Sir John Moore after
Corunna”, 1817; Felicia Hemans, “Casabianca”, 1826; as well as Alfred Lord Tennyson, “The
Charge of the Light Brigade”, 1854, and “Enoch Arden”, 1864). 3) We will round off the course
by listening to late-Victorian phonograph recordings, and by screening and discussing some
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examples of late-Victorian early cinema. Requirements: active participation, an oral

Taking info account recent developments in literary and cultural theory in general and in
American Studies in particular, this lecture course surveys the history of American literature from
pre-contact oral traditions to the present. It discusses verbal texts alongside visual images,
music, and performances. Among the topics to be covered are Native American oral literature,
texts by early European explorers of the ‘New World,’ literary self-expression during the colonial
era, verbal and visual representations of Indian-white relations, cultural constructs of American-
ness during the American Revolution and the Early Republic, the growing desire to develop
genuinely American art as of the nineteenth century, the so-called American Renaissance, the
conflict between idealizations of American thought and the artistic movements of Realism and
Naturalism, the innovative force of Modernism (as found in the works of the Lost Generation, of
Imagist poets, and of Harlem Renaissance writers), and artistic experimentation during the
Postmodern era and beyond (including the Beat Generation, responses to the Vietnam
conflict, depictions of suburbia, and the debate about cultural pluralism). While covering these
topics, the lecture course offers a historicized perspective on the canonization of previously
marginalized artists (such as women and so-called ‘ethnic’ writers) and forms of self-expression.

The course focuses on textual, visual, and audiovisual materials that are central to a critfical
understanding of North American cultural, social, and political history from the earliest
European encounters with the ‘New World' to contemporary interpretations of what ‘America’
might mean for different groups inside and outside of the U.S. We will cover a broad range of
cultural and historical issues including ideological interpretations of American landscapes and
spaces, attitudes toward demographic developments and immigration, controversies about
the U.S.-American political-economic system and foreign policy, the plurality of the American
religious landscape, and multilingualism and the diversity of cultural traditions in North America.
The course is to familiarize students with materials, areas of study, and theoretical approaches
in the interdisciplinary field of American Studies and their significance for the study of American
cultural history.

This course investigates U.S. American political institutions. After outlining major theoretical
approaches and debates found in contemporary scholarship, we will investigate not only the
three branches of the national government — the Congress, the Presidency, and the Supreme
Court — but also the complex, ever-changing shift in power between the federal and state
governments. Topics will include the development of representative government and
individual rights from the early colonial charters and compacts to the Constitution, the Bill of
Rights, and later constitutional amendments. Is the United States a national community or a
community of communities? Is it one government or 51 governments¢ How, despite promises
of liberty and equality in the Declaration of Independence and Constitution, could slavery
have continued for more than 80 yearse Why were a majority of Americans sfill denied the
elective franchise at the beginning of the 20th century? How can the death penalty be an
issue left up to individual states? Selected case studies will allow us to look in depth at major
debates ranging from ratification and interpretation of the Constitution, to states’ rights,
presidential and congressional power, and civil liberties. In each of these cases, we will explore
some of the many tensions, assumptions, and contradictions (apparent and real) found in
America’s complex history and culture. Materials will include historical documents and
scholarly essays, articles from newspapers and magazines, as well as visual aids. — All stfudents
will be required to give an oral presentation and to participate actively in class. Those who
wish to receive credit will also be asked to submit an eight- to ten-page research paper. —

Issues to be discussed will include landmark U.S. Supreme Court cases; trends in
American foreign policy and relations; demographical changes; major social and political
confroversies involving race and ethnicity; Natfive Americans; issues in education (e.g.,
admission policies, bilingual education, home schooling, creationism); American self-definitions
and collective memory after 9/11; religion in America; American culture and violence; U.S.
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economy and business values; expressions of popular culture; recent election campaigns and
results. — Participants from the old Lehramt-Studiengang are strongly advised to have
completed “Infroduction to American Studies”; all participants are expected to already have
or to acquire a firm footing in American history and culture. Students in the MA program
American Studies who wish to attend this course for credit for AMS-M34 (Projekt-/Praxismodul
Amerikanistik) are strictly required to discuss and clear their participation in this course with one
of the Professors at the American Studies Dpt. prior to registration.

“Can | go see anything pleasant, like an execution or a dissection?” This ironic question was put
forth by writer Fanny Fern in 1859 in order to draw attention to the fact that women were still
largely excluded from the public sphere and the medical professions. In the second half of the
nineteenth century a growing number of women entered the public realms of education and
the workplace (including the medical professions). This social, political, and medical
development was mirrored in writing both by and for women. This seminar explores the
intersections between medicine and gender in North-American literature and culture. We wiill
analyze the representation of women nurses and doctors from historical, cultural, and literary
points of view from the second half of the nineteenth century until the end of the twentieth.
Topics addressed in this seminar include: The ‘Sentimental Nurse Narrative’ in Wesley
Bradshaw’s Angel Agnes (1873) and Mattie Stephenson (1873); the representation of Civil War
nursing in Louisa May Alcott’s Hospital Sketches (1863); the representation of women doctors in
the writings of Elizabeth Stuart Phelps, Wiliam Dean Howells and Sarah Orne Jewett; women
and health in the Spanish-American War; the representation of the Vietham War nurse in Lynda
Van Devanter's autobiography Home Before Morning (1983) and Diane Carlson Evans's
Vietnam Women’s Memorial; the cinematic eye: women nurses in World Wars | and Il in A
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Farewell to Arms (1932) and The English Patient (1996). Course requirements: in-class
participation, presentation, and research paper (15-20 pages). The interdisciplinary nature of
this seminar will be underscored by the collaboration of students from the University of Bamberg
and the University of Regensburg on projects dealing with medicine, gender and American
Studies. Students will also be asked to participate in a final student conference.

The prerequisite for GLC A is the successful completion of the EFV, i.e. formal admittance to the
program. GLC A combines work in the skill areas of vocabulary, grammar, reading, and
franslation, all at an advanced level, and is infended o prepare students for the kinds of work
they should be doing in their first few semesters at an academic institution. Vocabulary
acquisition and pronunciation are to be worked on outside of class, and the maijority of the in-
class time will be spent on units of readings that give students insight info various English-
speaking cultures, which will then stand them in good stead in their literature, linguistic and
cultural studies courses.

At the end of
GLC A or B there will be an oral exam that tests pronunciation, flow and intonation. Those who
do not pass the exam will be sent to the language lab to practice and improve before they are
re-tested.
